Use the Whisper Effect
Your May 2024 reading tip

You can use different reading effects to bring each story to life. Kids love when
you ham it up, reading some characters' dialogue louder or with more energy–
but you can still have them on the edge of their seat when you read more
quietly.

You can wring the emotion or drama out of some key moments by employing
the whisper effect. When reading an important line or message, dial it down
and merely…whisper. Your listening child will be even more attentive, they’ll
remember that moment, and they’ll ask for more.

Partner Spotlight

Birdhouse Market is Richmond’s only mid-week, year-round farmers market
focused on providing healthy, fresh food to the surrounding community. Located
in Petronius Jones Park in the Randolph neighborhood, Birdhouse provides a
fun and easy shopping experience for the whole family. Birdhouse offers weekly
children’s programming, live music and sing-a-longs, and occasionally,
Birdhouse Community Garden programming for all ages throughout the in-
person market season. This year, Birdhouse is introducing 7 new vendor spots,
allowing them to bring even more delicious variety into the neighborhood!
Among the vendors, you will find fresh fruits and veggies, prepared hot foods,
sweet treats, kombucha and water kefir, and even pre-made meals you can
make for yourself at home! Birdhouse Farmers Market is proud to accept
SNAP/EBT and participates in the Virginia Fresh Match Program to double the
dollar on fresh produce for SNAP/EBT customers. Please refer to the
Birdhouse Farmers Market Website for more information on how to use
SNAP/EBT at market. 

Birdhouse Farmers Market operates in-person and online May-November,
every Tuesday from 3:00pm-6:30pm. The in-person market season offers
customers the opportunity to shop in person OR order ahead with pick up at the
welcome tent if they are short on time or want to make sure they get the items
that may sell out before they can do their own shopping. The winter, online only
market runs December-April and allows customers to order online with pickup
every Tuesday from 4pm-6pm. 

The Imagination Library will be at the Birdhouse Farmers Market on the
following dates: May 28th, June 11th, July 16th, and August 13th with
potentially more dates to come!

If you’ve never read aloud before, the prospect of picking up a book for the first
time can seem daunting. Don’t be embarrassed if you stumble on a word or
two: reading aloud gets easier with practice! If you’re looking for a reading
aloud model, try attending a story time at your local library. Don’t forget to focus
on the big picture – spending time with your child and creating lasting
memories– and be gentle with yourself when things don’t go as planned.
Remember that it’s okay to ask for help.
